Study programs at ERAM

You must submit your Learning Agreements via the platform Erasmus without papers, Online

Learning Agreements. However, if you come from a university outside the EU, then you should

contact international@eram.cat to submit your Learning Agreement. It is recommended to

take between 15 and 30 credits per semester maximum. One ECTS credit corresponds to 25

hours between lectures and homework.
