Proof of prerequisite completion is especially
important for courses in certain departments (Business, Communications, Sciences, Computer Sciences/Information
Technology, Social Work, Engineering, Education etc.).

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VISA

All non-US citizens need a visa to study at FIU as an exchange student. OEA will email the student an acceptance
letter and a DS-2019 form needed to apply for a J-1 Student Visitor Visa once the student is admitted to the
exchange program at FIU. Students are responsible for applying for their own visas through the U.S. Department of
State. Obtaining_a J-1 Student Visitor Visa before entering the U.S. is required. Participation in the FIU Exchange
Program is contingent upon having a valid J-1 Student Visitor Visa that covers the entire duration of the exchange.
