6. At that stage, you can log a ticket with the syllabus team and request that the module is set
to ‘retired’.

e How to retire a module on Quercus - Student Records System

A module cannot be retired on Quercus as it needs to remain on the system for historical reasons i.e.
historical transcripts.

When a student requests a historical transcript, the data is extracted from Quercus, therefore all the
historical data needs to be remain on Quercus.

The modules can remain on Quercus but should not be affiliated to any course instance from the year
that the module is retired, this is similar to Akari. By following the process as outlined above on Akari,
when the updated course instances are sent from Akari to Quercus, with the old module code deleted
from them, those records will replace the records on Quercus, and consequently the modules will no
longer be affiliated to any course instance on Quercus either.
